	General Information

	· Arrival Time - please plan your journey so as to arrive on site between 3pm and 8.30pm when your courier will be there to welcome you and show you to your accommodation. If you arrive earlier, you are free to use the campsite facilities but you will not be able to use your accommodation. Please ensure you are on site by 10pm at the latest as campsites close their gates for the night and there is no vehicle access. Unless you arrange us out of these hours.

· Silence rule – The campsite do have ‘a silence after 12.00midnight

· rule’ however some do not. We ask all our customers to observe all site rules including those related to silence. The enforcement of the silence rules varies from site to site. In high season the noise on site is more noticeable: many people eat much later, the sites are busier and there may be on-site entertainment late into the evening. 

· Heated pools – some sites have heated pools. Please note these are usually solar heated, which raises the temperature just a few degrees. Which you will have to pay for per sesson.

· Swimwear – Local government campsite regulations usually require everyone to wear proper swimwear in campsite pools and shorts of any description are prohibited. Some sites require the use of swimming caps.

· Safety – we ask you to take all reasonable precautions to safeguard yourself/your party. In particular we ask you to familiarise yourself with the fire precautions, the cooking arrangements and pool areas. Please note that campsite pools are not required to have lifeguards so a responsible adult should oversee children at all times whilst in/around the pool areas.  

· Adjacent accommodation/special requests – if you notify us at the time of booking that you would like adjacent accommodation or have another special request, we will advise our couriers on site. Whilst we always try to meet your requests we cannot guarantee to do so. Adjacent units are not available at many of our sites. 

· Water – most sites in Spain use desalinated water which can still taste salty. Drinking water is available from special drinking taps around the site. Many customers prefer to buy bottled water, which if purchased in 10 litre containers, is inexpensive. 

· Star Rating –  In Spain sites are classified as luxury or 1st to 3rd category. Elsewhere there  It reflects the standard of toilets lighting etc but it does not reflect the number or quality of (bars, restaurants, pools etc).  

· Barbecues–  Site owners/local authorities sometimes impose total barbecue bans at times of high fire risk. 

· Entertainment – details on the resort page are of the high season entertainment programme operated last year. There may, therefore, be variation for the 2006 season. 

· Facilities and off peak holidays – those taking a holiday outside the peak period benefit from substantially lower prices. The weather can be just as good, the beaches less crowded and some sites, which are quite lively during July and August, are perfect for a quiet holiday in May, June or September. One of the reasons for the attractive off peak pricing is that site owners may not open all facilities. Swimming pools are generally open from early in the season but this is at the site owner’s discretion as bad weather or other difficulties can make preparation and maintenance of swimming pools impractical. Organised activities and entertainments are often concentrated into the July/August period. 

· Two cars – if your party is taking two cars, it may not be possible to park both on the emplacement. Some sites refuse two car bookings or charge extra on-site.

Checklist

Check the Foreign & Commonwealth Office (FCO) Travel Advice, or contact the FCO on 0845 850 2829.

Get adequate travel insurance.
· Make sure it includes comprehensive medical and repatriation cover. 

· Make sure it provides cover for your whole trip (whether one day or over a year). 

· Make sure it covers you for all activities, including hazardous sports. 

· Disclose pre-existing medical conditions. 

· Take your policy number and the 24-hour emergency number with you. 

· If you have any doubts about your cover, check with your insurer. 

Ensure you have a valid passport and the necessary visas.
· Make sure your passport is valid for a minimum of six months at return date. 

· Take a photocopy with you and leave a copy at home. 

· Write the full details of your next of kin in your passport. 

· Make sure you have valid visas. 

· Take another form of ID with you (preferably with a photograph). 

Plan to stay healthy.
· Check what vaccinations you need with your GP at least six weeks before you travel. 

· Check the advice at www.dh.gov.uk or Scottish National Health Service . 

· Check if your medication is legal in the country you are visiting. 

· Pack your medication in your hand luggage. 

· If taking medication with you, also take the prescription and a GP's letter. 

· If travelling within the EEA (European Economic Area) get an EHIC from the Post Office. (Countries in the EEA (European Economic Area) are: Austria, Belgium, Denmark, Finland, France, Germany, Gibraltar, Greece, Iceland, Ireland, Italy, Luxembourg, the Netherlands, Norway, Portugal, Spain, Sweden and the UK.) 

· Check to see if extra health precautions are needed for the country you are visiting (e.g. malaria zones). 

Know about where you are going.
· Get a good guide book and look at the FCO country fact sheets. 

· Make sure you know about local laws especially relating to alcohol and drugs. 

· Try to be aware of any locally endangered animals and plants within your destination country to ensure that you do not unwittingly purchase wildlife souvenirs from endangered plants or animals in which trade may be regulated. 

· Make sure you know about local culture especially relating to dress codes. 

· Take a phrase book that you can use in emergencies. 

· Check the FCO up-to-date travel advice and travellers' tips. 

· Tell friends and family where you are going. 

· Contact family and friends if trouble flares up. 

Take enough money for your trip.
· Check the validity, expiry dates and cash available on your credit or debit card(s). 

· Make sure you have back-up funds such as travellers cheques, sterling or US dollars. 

· Have a return ticket, or enough money to buy one. 

Leave copies of important information with family and friends.
· A copy of your passport and details of your next of kin. 

· A copy of your insurance document plus the 24-hour emergency number. 

· A copy of your ticket details. 

· A copy of your itinerary and a way of contacting you such as e-mail. 

Driving in Spain

The minimum age of a driver is 18 years. Children under 12 years of age must be seated in an approved child seat to sit in the front of a vehicle. Seat belts are compulsory for front- and rear-seat passengers. The legal blood alcohol limit is 80 mg. Speed limits are as follows: 50 kph (30 mph) in built-up areas, 90 kph (56 mph) or 100 kph (62 mph) outside built-up areas, and 120 kph (74 mph) on expressways. In residential areas the maximum speed is 20 kph (12 mph). Cars towing a trailer are limited to 80 kph (50 mph) on divided highways, 70 kph (44 mph) on other roads.

Immediately outside many towns are sensors which detect your speed as you approach the town. If you're going over the speed limit, a traffic light at the edge of the town is automatically turned to red so that you must come to a stop before entering the town. Two red lights mean No entry. Jaywalking is illegal and its prohibition is strictly enforced. Generally, traffic on the right has priority. Normally where a minor road intersects a major road there's a sign reading Stop or Ceda el Paso (give way); if such a sign is not in place, the traffic on the major road still has priority.

Motorcycles must be operated with headlights on-day and night. All vehicles must have headlights on in tunnels. In built-up areas horns may be used only in cases of immediate and extreme danger. Elsewhere don't use the horn unnecessarily, but don't hesitate to use it in warning.

When in daylight and outside a built-up area, you must use the horn to indicate your intention to pass; at night, flash the headlights instead. It's illegal not to use your vehicle's directional to indicate your intention to pass. And if a vehicle comes up behind you signalling that it wants to pass and if you see that the road ahead is clear, you must signal with your vehicle's right blinker to acknowledge the situation. Trams which are stopped and accepting or letting off passengers may not be passed.

Foreigners must pay fines on the spot unless they can present a Spanish bail bond or an address of a Spanish friend or company who will guarantee payment of the fine. If the fine cannot be paid or guaranteed, the vehicle will be impounded and the driver detained until the fine is paid. There's usually a discount of 20 percent for immediate settlement. The police will issue a Boletin de Denuncia which specifies the offence and the amount of the fine. Check carefully that the fine amount noted on the document matches the amount you paid. Follow the English instructions on the back of the document if you wanna dispute the charge; you have 15 days to file a written dispute, and you can write your argument in English.

Parking

In some cities a blue line on the street indicates resident-only parking; in other cities, check for signs. Don't leave anything of value in a parked vehicle. Parking garages are a safer alternative to the street, but you might wanna check prices before you enter with your vehicle. On one-way streets, parking is allowed on even dates along the side with even addresses and on odd dates along the side with odd addresses; in both cases, park in the direction of traffic flow. Do not park within 5 metres of intersections or entrances to public buildings. Blue Zones or Zona Azul are indicated by signs. Parking in these zones is allowed for 1.5 hours from 8am to 9pm. Parking discs can be obtained from hotels, travel agents, or the town hall. Some large towns have Zona ORAs in the centre of the town; parking in such a zone is allowed in conjunction with display of a ticket which must be bought at a tobacconist; tickets are valid for 30, 60, or 90 minutes. Illegally parked vehicles may be towed.

Licence

EC format pink/green licence is accepted; old-style green or non-European licence must be accompanied with an International Driving Permit.

Fuel

Fuel prices are government regulated, so don't waste time shopping around. (Though this may soon change.) Some fuel stations accept credit cards. Regular leaded petrol has an octane rating of 92; the octane rating of super is 97. Unleaded petrol is called gasolina sin plomo. Unleaded super petrol has an octane rating of 95. Diesel is called gas-oil. LPG is called gases licuados del petróleo.
